The AFIS is capable to perform multiple calibration tasks simultaneously, such as structure measurement for Glide Slope and Localizer together with Markers, DME and NDB during one approach. The AFIS also provides the ability to calibrate two en-route stations simultaneously while flying along one Radial, the so called dual radial procedure. ie one single radial flight, two VOR / DMEs can be calibrated at the same time and so on.
